The chemical ingredients that compose the detergent are necessary to remove, crush and  

dispense all dirt out of the dishwasher. Most of the commercial quality detergents are suitable  

for this purpose.

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CONCENTRATED  DETERGENT

(For best performance of the dishwasher, follow these loading guidelines. Features and appearance 

of baskets and cutlery baskets may vary from your model.) 

Scrape off any large amounts of leftover food. Soften remnants of burnt food in pans. It is not 

necessary to rinse the dishes under running water.

Place objects in the dishwasher in the following way:

 › Items such as cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. are faced downwards.

 ›  Curved items, or ones with recesses, should be loaded aslant so that water can run off.

 › All utensils are stacked securely and can not tip over.

 ›  All utensils are placed in the way that the spray arms can rotate freely during washing.

 ›  Load hollow items such as cups, glasses, pans etc. With the opening facing downwards so that 
water cannot collect in the container or a deep base.

 › Dishes and items of cutlery must not lie inside one another, or cover each other.

 › To avoid damage to glasses, they must not touch.

 › Load�large�items�which�are�most�difficult�to�clean�into�the�lower�basket.

 ›  The upper basket is designed to hold more delicate and lighter dishware such as glasses, coffee 
and tea cups.

 › Long bladed knives stored in an upright position are a potential hazard.

 ›  Long and/or sharp items of cutlery such as carving knives must be positioned horizontally in the 
upper basket.

 ›  Please do not overload your dishwasher. This is important for good results and for reasonable 
consumption of energy.

F I LTER ING  SYSTEM

The�filter�prevents�larger�remnants�of�food�or�other�objects�from�getting�inside�the�pump.�The�
residues�may�block�the�filter,�in�this�case�they�must�be�removed.

The�filter�system�consists�of�a�coarse�filter,�a�flat�(Main�filter)�and�a�microfilter��(Fine�filter).

1 . COARSE  F I LTER

Larger items, such as pieces of bones or glass, that could block  

the�drain�are�trapped�in�the�coarse�filter.�To�remove�items�caught� 
by�the�coarse�filter,�gently�squeeze�the�tabs�on�the�top�of�the�filter� 
and lift out.

2 . MAIN  F I LTER

Food�and�soil�particles�trapped�in�this�filter�are�pulverised�by�a�special��
jet on the lower spray arm and washed down to drain.

3 . F INE  F I LTER

This�filter�holds�soil�and�food�residues�in�the�sump�area�and�prevents�it�
from being deposited on the dishes during wash cycle.

F I LTER  ASSEMBLY

The�filter�efficiently�removes�food�particles�from�the�wash�water,�allowing�it�to�be�recycled�during�
the�cycle.�For�best�performance�and�results,�the�filter�must�be�cleaned�regularly.�For�this�reason,�
it�is�a�good�idea�to�remove�the�larger�food�particles�trapped�in�the�filter�after�each�wash�cycle�by�
rinsing�the�semicircular�filter�and�cup�under�running�water.�To�remove�the�filter�device,�turn�the�
filter�anti-clockwise�and�pull�the�filter�in�the�upwards�direction.

NOTE:

The�entire�filter�assembly�should�be�cleaned�once�a�week.

The filter prevents larger remnants of food or other objects from getting inside the pump.
The residues may block the filter, in this case they must be removed.

The filter system consists of a coarse filter,a flat (Main filter)
And a microfilter(Fine filter).

Food and soil particles trapped in this filter are pulverized by a
special jet on the lower spray arm and washed down to drain.

Larger items, such as pieces of bones or glass, that could block
the drain are trapped in the coarse filter. To remove the items
caught by the filter, gently squeeze the tap on the top of this
filter and lift out.

This filter holds soil and food residues in the sump area and
prevents it from being deposited on the dishes during wash cycle.

The filter efficiently removes food particles from the wash water, allowing it to be recycled during the cycle.

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CONTROL  PANEL  AND  EXTER IOR

The control panel can be cleaned by using a lightly dampened cloth only. After cleaning, make sure 

to dry it thoroughly.

For the exterior, use a good appliance polish wax. Never use sharp objects, scouring pads or harsh 

cleaners on any part of the dishwasher.

CLEANING  THE  DOOR  AND  DOOR  SEAL

Clean the door seals regularly with a soft damp cloth to remove food deposits. When the 

dishwasher is being loaded, food and drink residues may drip onto the sides of the dishwasher 

door. These surfaces are outside the wash cabinet and are not accessed by water from the spray 

arms. Any deposits should be wiped off before the door is closed.

WARNING:

 ›  Never use a spray cleaner to clean the door panel as it may damage the door lock and electrical 
components.

 ›  Abrasive agents or some paper towels should not be used because of the risk of scratching or 
leaving spots on the stainless steel surface.

PROTECT  AGAINST  FREEZ ING

Before cleaning or performing maintenance, always remove the plug from the socket.

NO SOLVENTS  OR  ABRAS IVE  CLEANING

To clean the exterior and rubber parts of the dishwasher, do not use solvents or abrasive cleaning 

products. Only use a cloth with warm soapy water. To remove spots or stains from the surface of 

the interior, use a cloth dampened with water and a little vinegar, or a cleaning product made 

specifically�for�dishwashers.

WHEN NOT  IN  USE  FOR  A  LONG T IME 

It is recommend that you run a wash cycle with the dishwasher empty and then remove the plug 

from the socket, turn off the water supply and leave the door of the appliance slightly open. This will 

help the door seals to last longer and prevent odours from forming within the appliance.

MOVING  THE  APPL IANCE 

If the appliance must be moved, try to keep it in the vertical position. If absolutely necessary, it can 

be positioned on its back.

SEAL S 

One of the factors that causes odours to form in the dishwasher is food that remains trapped in the 

seals. Periodic cleaning with a damp sponge will prevent this from occurring.

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DI SHWASHER  INSTALLAT ION  STEPS 

1.   Install the furniture door to the outer door of the dishwasher using the brackets provided. 
Refer to the template for positioning of the brackets.

2.  Adjust the tension of the door springs by using an Allen key turning in a clockwise motion 
to tighten the left and right door springs. Failure to do this could cause damage to your 
dishwasher. 

3.   Connect the inlet hose to the cold water supply.

4. Connect the drain hose. Refer to diagram.

5. Connect the power cord.

6. �Affix�the�condensation�strip�under�the�work�surface�of�cabinet.�Please�ensure�the�condensation�
strip�is�flush�with�edge�of�work�surface.

7.  Place the dishwasher into position.

8.  Level the dishwasher. The rear foot can be adjusted from the front of the dishwasher by turning 
the Phillips screw in the middle of the base of dishwasher use a Phillips screw driver). To adjust 
the�front�feet,�use�a�flat�screw�driver�and�turn�the�front�feet�until�the�dishwasher�is�level.�

9. The dishwasher must be secured in place. There are two ways to do this:

 ›  Normal work surface: Put the installation hook into the slot of the side plane and secure it to 
the work surface with the wood screws.

 › Marble or granite work top: Fix the side with Screw.

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L EVELL ING  THE  D ISHWASHER 

The dishwasher must be level for proper dish rack operation and wash performance.

1.  Place a spirit level on door and rack track inside the dishwasher as shown to check that the 

dishwasher is level.

2.  Level the dishwasher by adjusting the three levelling legs individually.

3.  When levelling the dishwasher, please pay attention not to let the dishwasher tip over.

This appliance must be earthed. In the event of a malfunction or breakdown, earthing will reduce 

the risk of electric shock by providing a path of least resistance for the electric current. This 

appliance is equipped with a cord having an equipment-earthing conductor and an earthing plug.

The dishwasher is equipped with water supply and 

drain hoses that can be positioned either to the right or the left sides to facilitate  

proper installation.

HOW TO  DRA IN  EXCESS  WATER  FROM HOSES

If�the�sink�waste�is�more�than�1000mm�from�the�floor,�the�excess�water�in�the�hoses�cannot�be�
drained directly into the sink. It will be necessary to drain excess water from hoses into a bowl or 

suitable container that is held outside and lower than the sink.

WATER  OUTLET

Connect�the�water�drain�hose.�The�drain�hose�must�be�correctly�fitted�to�avoid�water�leaks.�Ensure�
that the water inlet hose is not kinked or squashed.

E X TENS ION  HOSE

If you need a drain hose extension, make sure to use a similar drain hose. It must be no longer 

than 4 metres, otherwise the cleaning effectiveness of the dishwasher could be reduced.

S YPHON CONNECT ION

Insert the drain hose into a drain pipe with a minimum diameter of 40mm, or let it run into the 

sink, making sure to avoid bending or crimping it. The top of the hose must be less than 1000mm 

from�the�floor.

S TART  THE  D ISHWASHER

The following things should be checked before starting the dishwasher:

1. The�dishwasher�is�level�and�fixed�properly.

2. The inlet valve is open.

3.  There is no leakage at the connection points.

4. The wires are tightly connected.

5. The power is switched on.

6. The inlet and drain hoses are not knotted.

7. All packing materials and printings should be taken out from the dishwasher.
