Freezer Drawer

@It is used to store food which needs to
be frozen, including meat, fish, ice cream,
etc.

Ice cube tray

Interior cleaning

weak solution of bicarbonate of
soda, and then rinse with warm
water using a wrung-out sponge or
cloth.

1. Remove existing food and
accessories baskets, unplug the
appliance from the mains power
and leave the doors open.
