This washing machine is intended solely for household use.
Please do not use it for any laundry labelled as not suitable for machine washing.

It is important that you carefully read the instructions.
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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Carefully read the instructions for use before using the
washing machine.

Please, do not use the washing machine without reading
and understanding these instructions or use first.

These instructions for use of a washing machine are
supplied with different types or models of washing
machines. Therefore, they may include descriptions
of settings or equipment that are not available in your
washing machine.

Failure to observe the instructions for use or inappropriate
use of the washing machine may result in damage to the
laundry or the appliance, or injury to the user. Keep the
instruction manual handy, near the washing machine.

This appliance is intended to be used in household.
If the washing machine is used for professional, for-profit
purpose or purpose exceeding normal use in a household,

or if the washing machine is used by a person who is not a

consumer, the warranty period shall be equal to the shortest
warranty period required by relevant legislation.



Follow the instructions for correct installation of the
washing machine and connection to the water and power

mains (see chapter »INSTALLATION AND CONNECTIONX«).
Connection to water and power supply has to be executed

by an adequately trained technician or expert.

Any repair and maintenance pertaining to safety or
performance should be done by trained experts.

To avoid danger,a damaged power cord may only be
replaced by the manufacturer, a service technician, or an
authorized person.

Before connecting the washing machine to the power
mains, wait for at least 2 hours until it reaches room
temperature.

This product must be serviced by an authorized
Service Center, only use approved spare parts by
authorized manufacturers.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair the
appliance yourself. Repairs carried out by inexperienced
persons may cause injury or more serious malfunctioning.
Refer to your local Service Center, and always insist on
genuine spare parts.

In case of incorrect washing machine connection, incorrect
use, or servicing by an unauthorized person, the user shall
bear the cost of any damage as such damage shall not be
covered by warranty.

The washing machine may not be connected to the power

mains using an extension cord.
Do not connect the washing machine to power mains using

an external switching device such as a programme timer, or
connect it to power mains that is regularly switched on and
off by the power supply provider.



Do not connect the washing machine to an electrical outlet
intended for an electric shaver or hair dryer.

The power socket has to be safely earthed, and the water
supply should be unimpeded.

Do not install the washing machine in a room where the
temperature can drop to below 5°C, as washing machine
parts may be damaged in case of water freezing.

Place the washing machine on a level and stable solid (concrete)
base.

If the washing machine is placed on an elevated stable base, the
washing machine has to be additionally secured against tipping.

Before the first use of the washing machine, remove the
blocking rods, as switching on a blocked washing machine can
result in serious damage (see chapter »INSTALLATION AND
CONNECTION/Removing the blocking rods«). Warranty shall be
void in cases of such damage.

To connect the washing machine to water supply, make
sure to use the supplied water supply hose and gaskets. Water
pressure has to be between 0.1—1 MPa (1-10 bar; 1-10 kp/cm?;
10—-100 N/cm?2).

Always use a new water supply hose to connect the washing
machine to water supply; do not reuse an old water supply
hose.

The end of the water discharge hose should reach into a water
drain line.



Before the start of the washing cycle, press the door on the
indicated spot until it locks into place. The door cannot be
opened during washing machine operation.

We recommend removing any impurities from the
washing machine drum before the first wash using the
Drum clean programme (see PROGRAMME TABLE).

After the washing cycle, close the water tap and pull out
the washing machine plug from the power socket.

Only use the washing machine for washing laundry, as
described in the instruction manual. The machine is not
intended for dry cleaning.

Only use agents for machine washing and care of
laundry. We shall not be responsible for any damages or
discolouration of gaskets and plastic parts resulting from
incorrect use of bleaching or colouring agents.

When descaling, only use descaling agents with added
anti-corrosion protection. (Only use non-corrosive descaling
agents.) Follow the manufacturer's instructions. Finish the
descaling process with several rinse cycles or by running the
Drum clean (Self-cleaning programme) in order to remove
any residual acid (e.g. vinegar etc.).

M\ Do not use detergents that contain solvents as this could
lead to release of poisonous gases, damage to the washing
machine, and risk of fire and explosion.



The washing machine is not intended for use by persons
(including children) with physical or mental impairments,
or persons with lacking experience and knowledge. These
persons should be instructed about the use of the washing
machine by a person responsible for their safety.

The warranty does not cover consumables, minor
deviations in colour, increased noise that results from
appliance age and which does not affect the functionality of
the appliance, and aesthetic defects on components, which
do not affect the functionality and safety of the appliance.

CHILD SAFETY

Before closing the washing machine door and running the
programme, make sure there is nothing except laundry in the
drum (e.qg. if a child climbed into the washing machine drum
and closed the door from the inside).

Keep the detergent and conditioner out of reach of children.

Activate the child lock. See chapter »CHOOSING THE
SETTINGS/Child lock«.

Do not let children younger than three years come
near the appliance, unless they are under constant
supervision.

The washing machine is made in compliance with all
relevant safety standards.

This washing machine may be used by children aged 8
years and above and by persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and
knowledge, but only if they are supervised during the use of



the washing machine, if they have been provided relevant
instructions regarding safe use of the washing machine, and
if they understand the hazards of inappropriate use. Make
sure children do not play with the appliance. Children may
not clean the washing machine or perform any maintenance
tasks without supervision.

DANGER OF HOT SURFACE &

At higher washing temperatures, the door glass will heat up.
Be careful to avoid burns. Make sure children do not play
near the door glass.

WATER OVERFLOW PROTECTION (WITH WASHING
MACHINE SWITCHED ON) A\

If the water level in the appliance rises above normal level,
then the excess water level protection will be activated. It will
shut off the water supply and start pumping out the water.
The program is interrupted and an error is reported.

TRANSPORT/TRANSPORT AFTER INSTALLATION

If you intend to move the washing machine after it has

been installed, then it should be blocked by inserting at
least one blocking rod (see chapter »INSTALLATION AND
CONNECTION/Moving and transport«). Before inserting the
blocking rods, disconnect the washing machine from the
power mains!

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by
the manufacturer, its service agent or similarly
qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

'Q'First remove all packaging and foam, especially the foam base. When removing the packaging, make
sure not to damage the appliance with a sharp object. Keep the packaging materials (plastic bags, other
plastic parts etc.) out of reach of children.

Check for any damage on the appliance. If you suspect the appliance is damaged, do not use it and
immediately contact the service unit.

REMOVING THE BLOCKING SCREWS/RODS

appliance may be damaged when it is switched on for the first time. Warranty shall be void in
cases of such damage.

MOVING AND TRANSPORT AFTER INSTALLATION

el you wish to move the washing machine after it has been installed, the blocking screws/rods
have to be re-installed to prevent vibration damage to the washing machine during transport (see
chapter» INSTALLATION AND CONNECTION/Removing the blocking screws/rods«). If you lost the
blocking screws/rods, they can be ordered from the manufacturer.

O\ After transport, the washing machine should be left to stand still for at least two hours
before it is connected to the power mains, so that it can reach room temperature. The
appliance should be installed and connected by a trained technician.

YN Carefully read the instructions for use before connecting the washing machine. Repair or

any warranty claim resulting from incorrect connection or use of the washing machine shall
not be covered by the warranty.

SELECTING THE ROOM

“¢- The washing machine must stand level and stable on a solid ground. Ground on which the
washing machine is placed must have a concrete base. It should be clean and dry; otherwise,
the washing machine may slide. Also, clean the bottom surface of adjustable feet.

For optimum
washing machine operation, we recommend observing the clearances from the walls as indicated in

the figure.
In case of failure to observe the minimum required clearances, safe and correct washing machine
operation cannot be ensured. Moreover, overheating can also occur (figures 1 and 2).

“&" For normal washing machine operation, the pressure in the water mains should be between
0.1-1 MPa (1-10 bar; 1-10 kp/cm2 ; 10—100 N/cm?). Minimum dynamic water pressure can be
determined by measuring the water flow. In 15 seconds, 3 litres of water should flow from a fully
open tap.

G- Tighten the water supply hose by hand, firmly enough for the hose to have a good seal (max. 2 Nm).
After connecting the hose, the seal must be checked for any leaks. Do not use pliers or similar tools
when connecting the hose as this could damage the nut thread.

£% Only use the water supply hose supplied with the appliance. Do not use any used or other hoses.

G- Make sure the hose is not damaged. If the hose is degraded, brittle, or cracked, it has to be
replaced.

AQUA STOP (ONLY WITH SOME MODELS)

If an internal tube or hose is damaged, a shut-off system is activated that cuts the water supply
to the washing machine. In such case, the control glass (a) will turn red. Replace the water supply
hose.

“g- When connecting the water supply hose, make sure to connect it in a way that allows adequate
and unobstructed water supply.

CONNECTING AND SECURING THE WATER DISCHARGE
HOSE

Feed the water discharge hose into a washbasin or a bathtub, or connect it directly to a drain
(discharge hose minimum diameter 4 cm). The vertical distance from the floor to the end of the
discharge hose may be no more than 100 cm and no less than 60 cm. It can be attached in three
ways (A, B, C).

Connect the washing machine to a grounded power outlet. After installation, the wall outlet should
be freely accessible. The outlet should be fitted with an earth contact (in compliance with the
relevant regulations).

Information on your washing machine is indicated on the rating plate.

/N We recommend using over-voltage protection to protect the appliance in case of a
lightning strike.

I\ The washing machine may not be connected to the power mains using an extension cord.

“¢" Do not connect the washing machine to an electrical outlet intended for an electric shaver or hair
dryer.

“¢" Do not plug or unplug the appliance when your hands are wet.

2% Any repair and maintenance pertaining to safety or performance should be done by trained
experts.

A damaged power cord may only be replaced by a person authorized by the manufacturer.

BEFORE USING THE APPLIANCE
FOR THE FIRST TIME

Make sure the washing machine is disconnected from the power mains; then, open the door
towards you (figures 1 and 2).

Before using the appliance for the first time, clean the drum using a soft and moist cotton cloth, or use the
Drum Clean program. In such case, connect the appliance to the power mains and open the water tap.
There should not be any laundry in the drum; the drum should be empty (Figures 3 and 4).

STEP 2: PREPARING THE WASHING PROCESS

1. Sort the laundry by type of fabric, colour, soiling, appliance load, and allowed washing
temperature (see PROGRAMME TABLE).

2. Close the buttons and zippers, tie any ribbons, and turn the pockets inside out; remove any
metal clips that could damage the laundry and washing machine interior, or clog the drain.

3. Place very sensitive clothes and small items in a special-purpose laundry washing bag.

‘9~ We recommend adding powder detergent immediately before the washing cycle. If you add it
sooner, make sure the detergent compartment in the dispenser tray is completely dry before adding
the powder detergent: otherwise, the powder detergent may cake before the start of the washing

process.

‘9~ Pour the softener into the detergent compartment, into the compartment with the symbol €.

Observe the recommendation on the softener packaging.

"9~ Do not fill the softener compartment over the Max indicated level.

Otherwise, the softener will be added to the laundry too soon, leading to poorer washing effect.

-9~ Keep detergents and additives out of reach of children.



SWITCHING ON THE WASHING MACHINE

Use the power cord to connect the washing machine to power mains, and connect the washing
machine to water supply.

Program description

This program is suitable for washing cotton
clothes that are lightly soiled.

This program is suitable for washing cotton or
linen fabrics that are moderately and heavily
soiled.

This program is suitable for medium soiled
synthetic fabrics and cotton fabrics.

This program is suitable for lightly to medium
soiled cotton or synthetic fabrics.

This program is suitable for washing machine
washable woolen clothes (refer to the laundry
label requirements).

This program is suitable for machine- washable
items filled with synthetic fibres, such as pillows,
mattresses and bedspreads, as well as items
filled with down.

Note

(1) Water temperature: Select the appropriate water temperature according to the selected washing
program. When washing, follow the clothing manufacturer's washing label or instructions to avoid
damaging the clothing.

(2) The actual water temperature may differ from the stated program temperature.

(3) Test results depend on water pressure, water hardness, inlet water temperature, room temperature,
type and amount of laundry, degree of soiling, detergent used, power supply fluctuations and other
options selected.

(4) If you add too much laundry during the wash cycle, the laundry may be washed less efficiently
because the machine initially detects a lower weight and adds less water. Insufficient water can also
cause damage to the laundry and the wash time will be longer.

(5) Drum Clean (if available): The drum must be emptied before using the Drum Clean program. It is
recommended to run it at least once a month.

(6) For descaling, use a descaling agent with corrosion protection (only use non-corrosive descaling
agents and follow the instructions for use of the descaling agent). Run the "Drum Clean" (or other high
temperature) program several times to remove any descaling agent residues and complete descaling.
It is recommended to descale at least once every six months.

-‘g— The maximum or nominal load applies to laundry prepared in accordance with the relevant
provisions of standard IEC60456.

-‘g— For better washing performance, we recommend that you fill no more than 2/3 of the drum volume
when using the Cotton program.
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CHOOSING THE DETERGENTS AND ADDITIVES

Always choose highly efficient detergents that do not foam and which are intended for front-loading
appliances.

The choice of detergent depends on the type, soil level, laundry colour, and washing temperature.

G- White residues (streaks etc.) on black laundry may appear if you are using modern phosphate-
free detergents. In such case, brush the streaks and use a liquid detergent.

Only use detergent intended for appliances for household use.

Descaling agents may damage the appliance. Do not wash the clothes that were cleaned with
solvents or flammable substances.

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TIME OPTIMIZATION DURING THE PROGRAMME PROGRESS

To interrupt or cancel a program while it is running, you need to turn off the power of the device.

Change Program

If you want to change the program while it is running, you need to turn off the power of the device first;
After powering on, reselect the program and additional functions, and press the Start/Pause button to
start.

PAUSE THE PROGRAM

You can press the Start/Pause button to pause the program at any time during the program operation.
When the remaining program time on the display flashes, the program is paused. If the following
conditions are met, the door lock is unlocked and the machine door can be opened.

1. The temperature in the drum must be suitable;
2. The water level in the drum must be below a specific value.

To resume the program, please close the door first, and then press the "Start/Pause" button. The wash
program is paused and started again, and the program continues from where it was interrupted. The
spin program is paused and restarted, and the program starts from the beginning of the spin cycle.

Add Clothes

If you need to add clothes during the program, after confirming that the water level and temperature

in the machine are safe, press the Start/Pause button to pause the program. The remaining program
time on the display will flash, and the door lock icon will go out (the "Add Clothes" icon "3 will light
up for some models), and then you can open the door to add clothes. If the door lock icon does not go
out, the door opening conditions are not met and you cannot add clothes.

:g- If too much extra clothing is added during the washing process and the amount of water is

insufficient, the cleaning effect will be poor, because the device calculates the amount of water intake
based on the weight of the initial clothing. Insufficient water may also cause damage to the clothing (due
to friction), and the washing time will be prolonged.

RECOMMENDATIONS FOR WASHING
AND ECONOMIC USE YOUR
WASHING MACHINE

Wash new coloured garments separately the first time.

Wash heavily soiled laundry in smaller amounts, with more powder detergent or with a pre-wash
cycle.

Apply a special stain remover on stubborn stains before the wash. We recommend referring to
STAIN REMOVAL TIPS.

If you often wash laundry at low temperatures and with liquid detergents, bacteria may spawn
which can cause odour in the washing machine. To prevent such odour, we recommend
occasionally running the Drum Clean.

We recommend avoiding washing very small amounts of laundry as this will lead to excessive use
of energy and poorer washing machine performance.

Loosen any folded laundry before putting it into the drum.
Only use detergents for machine washing.

Add powder or liquid detergents as instructed by the manufacturer, according to the washing
temperature and selected washing programme.

When using highly concentrated detergents, use special-purpose dosing cups (supplied with the
detergent) and place them directly in the appliance drum.

If water hardness exceeds 14°dH, water softener should be used. Heater damage resulting from
incorrect use of water softeners shall not be covered by the warranty. Check the information on
water hardness with your local water supply company or authority.

Use of chlorine-based bleaches is not recommended as they can damage the heater.

If you use a descaling agent, bleach, or dye, only use the kind that is suitable for use in the
appliance.

Do not use solvents or similar chemicals (e.g. paint thinner, turpentine, gasoline etc.)!

Do not add hardened lumps of powder detergent into the detergent dispenser as this may clog the
piping in the washing machine.

When using thick liquid laundry care products, we recommend diluting them with water to prevent
clogging the detergent compartment drain.
Liquid detergents are intended for washing programmes without a prewash cycle.

At higher spinning rates, there will be less residual moisture in the laundry. As a result, drying in a
tumble dryer will be more economical and faster.
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STAIN REMOVAL TIPS

Before using special-purpose stain removers, try using the natural methods that do not harm the
environment on less stubborn stains.

However, prompt action is required! Soak the stain with an absorbent sponge or a paper towel;
then, rinse with cold (lukewarm) water — but never with hot water!

Before washing in the washing machine, apply liquid detergent
onto the laundry. Apply stain removers on any stubborn stains.
Alternatively, use oxygen-based bleach for the wash.

Soak or rinse the laundry in cold water and add stain remover if
necessary.

Soak or rinse the laundry with lukewarm soapy water. Then, apply
lemon juice and rinse.

Before washing in the washing machine, apply stain removers on the
stain. You may also use denatured alcohol. Turn the garment inside
out and place a paper towel under the stain. Use the alcohol on the
back side of the stain. At the end of the pro-cess, thoroughly rinse
the garment.

Dilute some starch in water and apply it to the stain. When it dries,
scrape it off with a brush; then, wash the garment in the washing
machine.

Before washing in the washing machine, soak the stains in lukewarm
water for at least half an hour. For easier stain re-moval, add an
enzyme-based stain remover.

Before washing in the washing machine, soak the laundry in an
enzyme-based stain remover.

Grass stains can also be re-moved by soaking (for approx. 1 hour) in
diluted lemon juice or distilled vinegar.

Soak the garment in an enzyme-based stain remover. Soak in cold
water for at least 30 minutes or a few hours if the stains are stubborn.
Then, wash in the washing machine.

Soak the garment in salt water. If the stain is not fresh, soak it with a
mixture of glycerine, ammonia and alcohol.
